Westminster Central Hall, the London headquarters of the 

Methodist church, occupies an impressive site facing Westminster 

Abbey. The organ was built for the new Hall by Hill & Son in 

1912.  It was rebuilt and enlarged by Rushworth & Dreaper in 

1970.  The reconstruction by Harrison & Harrison in 2010-11 is 

based on the Hill scheme and includes complete renewal of the
